Jubilee Indulgence During The Year of Mercy. 
Catholics may gain a plenary indulgence until the  

Year of Mercy concludes on November 20th! 
 

A plenary indulgence is a total remission of the temporal or 
worldly punishment due to sin. The requirements for this 
plenary indulgence are going to confession, receiving 
Communion, saying a prayer for the Pope, freedom from all 
attachment to sin, and visits to the four basilicas in Rome 
during the Holy Year.  For this Holy Year, you may gain the 
indulgence by going through the Holy Door in your local 
diocese—you do NOT have to travel to Rome! 
The other requirements still remain for the plenary indulgence.

 An old expression holds that the sun-warmed stone 
heals. Perhaps. But Malachi explains that only dark, 
sunless days are in store for those who do not find a place 
for God in their lives. Conversely, he tells us that the 
warmth and light of God’s healing justice await those 
who fear the Lord. That’s a pretty comforting notion—
especially now in the already short and growing even 
shorter days of November. It’s the sun-warmed stone, 
and then some. 
 Paul speaks to us of justice as well, but points out 
that it is not a passive thing. To be treated justly, we need 
to do our fair share. If we are diligent and persevere we 
will be rewarded with and by the fruits of our labor. 
Lastly, Luke, too, tells us to persevere—in faith, this 
time—and our lives will be secure in God regardless of 
how we are treated by our enemies.

   THOUGHTS FROM  
   ST. MOTHER TERESA 
 

         My secret is very simple: I pray. 
         Through prayer, I become one in 
         love with Christ. I realize that  
         praying to Him is loving Him.  
         Love to pray. Feel the need to  
         pray often during the day.  
 

Does your mind and your heart go to Jesus as soon as 
you wake up in the morning? This is prayer. Prayer 
enlarges the heart. We want to pray properly and 
then we fail. We get discouraged and then we give up. 
 

If you want to pray better you must pray more. If we 
want to be able to love, we must be able to pray. 
Prayer is greatly fostered by simplicity—that is, 
forgetfulness of self. It is difficult to pray if you don’t 
know the value of silence. We cannot put ourselves in 
the presence of God if we do not practice internal and 
external silence. In the silence of the heart, God 
speaks. Silence gives us a new outlook on everything. 
Listen in silence because if your heart is full of other 
things you cannot hear the voice of God. Silence of 
the heart is necessary so you can hear God 
everywhere - in the person who needs you, in the 
birds that sing, in the flowers, in the animals. 
 

Our lives must be connected to the living Christ 
within us. If we have faith, we realize we are 
continually in His presence. We need to give Jesus a 
chance to make use of us. To live the life of Jesus— 
this is what I understand. To love Jesus, to live His 
life in us, to live our life in His life. We must have a 
pure heart to see Jesus: no anger, no jealousy, no 
contention and especially no uncharitableness. We 
must allow Jesus to live His love, His humility in us,  
praying with us. To be constantly available to Him, 
loving Him with our whole heart, whole mind, whole 
soul and whole strength. If we do not radiate the light 
of Christ around us, the sense of darkness that 
prevails in the world will increase. Let us conquer the 
world with our love.
