Cremation— Respectful Burial of Remains

While Cremation is chosen more frequently, many Catholics
may be unaware of the Church’s teaching about the respectful
burial of loved ones.

As Catholics, we believe in the resurrection of the dead and in
the dignity of the human body that God created. Therefore,
Catholicism also embraces that the body of the deceased should
be handled respectfully. What, then, are we to do with the
remains after cremation?

According to the Church’s Order of Christian Funerals, which
contains the Rite of Christian Burial, “The cremated remains of
a body should be treated with the same respect given to the
human body from which they come. This includes the use of a
worthy vessel to contain the ashes, and the care and attention to
appropriate placement and transport, and the final disposition.
The cremated remains should be buried in a grave or entombed
in a mausoleum or columbarium. (See adjacent article,
regarding the Diocese “Remembrance Program,” for the burial
of cremains.) The practice of scattering cremated remains on the
sea, from the air, or on the ground, or keeping cremated remains
in the home of a relative or friend of the deceased are not the
reverent disposition that the Church requires. Whenever
possible, appropriate means for recording with dignity the
memory of the deceased should be adopted, such as a plaque or
stone which records the name of the deceased.” (no.417)

“Right to Choose”— Choose What?

Abortion advocates often say, “It’s

a woman’s right to choose.”
However, once a woman is pregnant,
she already has a child; the choice is what to do with
him or her. Although the word “choice” sounds so
positive and harmless, the actual choice is whether to
have a live child or a dead child.

Abortion advocates also argue that, “You cannot
legislate morality.” Interestingly, this is exactly the
same argument that the civil rights’ movement faced.
The response of Martin Luther King, Jr., was: “We
hear the familiar cry that morals cannot be legislated.
This may be true, but behavior can be regulated. The
law may not be able to make a man love me, but it can
keep him from lynching me.”

Similarly, pro-life advocates are trying to regulate
behavior, not legislate morality. We cannot force
some people to love all children, but we can and
should use our influence to stop abortionists
destroying innocent babies.
